The December program in the Practical Digitization Workshop Series will provide an 

opportunity for library staff members to discuss, with each other and with several panelists, 

the steps they will take to successfully implement digitization projects at their libraries, as 

well as what to expect once a digitization project is online. This session will provide a chance 

for participants to review their digitization plans, consider workflow issues, discuss 

equipment options, and consider other issues that need to be determined as they move 

forward with their projects. 

 

Topics for discussion include: 

 Internal workflow 

 How will your digitization project be used? 

 User policies and policies for reproductions 

 Creation of materials for educators based upon your digitized materials 

 Marketing your digitization project 

 

Participants who attended programs on copyright, scanning, metadata, and CONTENTdm 

have the tools to start their digitization projects. This workshop is a chance to ask questions 

and receive encouragement from people who have already embarked on digitization projects 

and get answers to questions about ñPulling It All Together.ò 

 

Tessa Killian, Manager of Technology & Administrative Services for SENYLRC, is 

responsible for the project development of the Hudson River Valley Heritage (HRVH) 

service, which includes recruitment, training, special projects, promotion and awareness for 

HRVH,  as well as supervision of staff.  She also manages the electronic resources services 

for SENYLRC. 

 

Practical Digitization is a series of six one-day workshops sponsored by SCRLC. These 

training events are designed to teach regional library and museum staff members to digitize 

and manage resources to contribute to their librariesô collections and the SCRLC regional 

repository, Tools of History. The emphasis of this series is on providing practical, hands-on 

learning opportunities for participants in SCRLCôs Tools of History and similar collaborative 

digitization projects.
